Step 6: Borrow a Book

To return a book, tap on "Return" and 

then on the red "Return" button that 

appears under the green "Read" button.

Click on the 

green "Yes" 

button.

To access your books, 

tap on the 3 blue lines. 

Then, tap on "My 

Books." Here you can 

access what you are 

reading, what is on 

hold, your history, 

flagged items, and 

return books.

Click on the green 

"Borrow" button.

The book will be checked out for 14 days 

and will automatically expire. You do not 

need to return it unless you are finished 

early and are unable to check out another 

book because you've hit your loan limit of 3 

books maximum. 

TIP: The book will automatically open after 

you borrow it, but if you need to exit, tap on 

the screen and then the "x" in the top left 

corner.

Step 7: Place a Hold

Click on the blue 

"Hold" button.

Enable email notification by tapping "Yes, 

notify me." Then, enter your email address 

and again tap on "Yes, notify me."

1. Tap on Advanced Search.

"Availability." Next, tap on "Available 

Now." Then you won't have to sort  

through titles that require you to "place 

a hold" to get on a waitlist. 

4. You can also search by date 

published, category, or subject. Just 

tap on "All" and tap on your 

selection to change it.
